Part III. Exports of wastes.
1. To make a notification on an intended transportation of wastes, the exporter or generator shall submit a prior official application to the MInistry and receive the forms for notification and movement document along with the necessary information on notification and transport procedures.

2. No later than 75 days before the preplanned day of the first movement planned, the exporter shall submit to the Ministry the notification form filled in the proper number of copies (copies to be sent to competent authorities of the states concerned shall be filled up in a language acceptable to these states), together with the folowing:

a) information on the origin and composition of wastes, and the analysis protocol if required (when so demanded by the Ministry)
b) information of the dispose of the waste (description of disposal method, disposal facility location and capacity, term of effect of the license for its operation).

c) a copy of the contract between the exporter and disposer specifying environmentally sound management of the waste and covering the following (requirements to the contract are listed in Annex 9):

- disposer’s liability for acknowledging the receipt of wastes within three working days by sending a copy of the properly filled shipping document to the exporter and to competent authorities of the states concerned;

- disposer's liability to confirm the completion of the disposal within 180 days after the receipt the waste by sending a copy of the properly filled shipping document to the exporter and to competent authorities of the states concerned;

- exporter's liability to take the expenses in case of reimporting of wastes and their disposal if the delivery and disposal cannot be completed in accordance with the contract.
